The work of MHS is complex and diverse, including sheltering unwanted animals,
providing lowcost spay/neuter programs, promoting humane education, operating pet
adoption and lost & found programs, investigating cruelty, responding to public calls for
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wanted animals, and our doors are always open to them. On most days, our kennels are full to
the brim with wonderful animals available for adoption into loving homes.

We have made great progress in recent years to reduce the number of animals
euthanized by increasing adoption and spay/neuter programs, treating sick or injured animals,
and supporting the TrapleuterReturn program for feral cats. Overall this past year, more
dogs and cats were adopted, and 819 FEWER animals were euthanized compared to the
previous year. Thank you for helping us save those lives!

We are making headway, but it is our ultimate dream that someday there will be no
unwanted or mistreated animals on Maui, and no animal will be euthanized except to end its
suffering. We cannot achieve this alone. Be part of the solution. Spay/neuter your pet. Adopt a
pet (or two) from MHS.

box taped up like Fort Knox but with a few air holes for good measure.

They all have their own distinctive stories, but the one thing they share is that a certain set of
consequences that led them to our doors; 8,878 of them seeking a second chance, in some
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What makes the most difference to these animals is you. Your generosity and commitment to
the work that we do. Your belief that the humane treatment of animals is a measure of our
compassion as a community.

This year, our field officers responded to 11,195 calls including 148 after hour/
emergency calls. They continued to find a lot of pet owners struggling with economic
factors and they did their best to

provide

assistance and education whenever possible but they still issued over 250 citations, most
of them for leash law offenses followed by dog bites and inhumane manner.

This year huge efforts were put in by our veterinary department and despite limited re-

sources they performed over 3,000 spay/neuter surgeaesthan every veterinarian and

animal welfare organization combinétfe are proud of the herculean efforts demonstrated

by our small but might veterinary team. The below chart shows the different spay/neuters

performed at or administered by our agency. The breakdown is as follows:

v 1,414) MHS animals who are all spay/neutered before they leave the shelter.

v 1,343 are pet animals that come through public low cost spay/neuter program

v 1,112 are part of the SNIP program. These are county funds, administered by MHS that
provide coupons to the public for discounts at their own veterinarian.

v 301 are part of our efforts with Feline Foundation to provide low cost spay/neuter for
feral cats who are part of a managed colony.

v 76 were done by a mobile group as part of a partnership between MHS and Feline
Foundation

Altogether over 4,000 spay/neuters were performed through programs and partnerships

operated or administered by MHS.

Spay/Neuter
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Catring for the Animals

Care and compassion are provided to every animal that comes into our shelter. This past year
we had over 260 animals at the shelter on any given day plus an additional 24 that came in
(on average) each and every day of the year.

The good news was that we saw a decrease in intake numbers this year. Dog intakes were
down by 4%, and cat and other intakes were down by 11% . Puppy intakes were down by 3%
and kitten intakes were down by 5%. Overall intakes were down by 9%.
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Reunions and Secand Ghances

Reclaims remain low overall and this year only 14% of the 6,762 stray animals entering
the shelter were reclaimed by an owner. Although up slightly in cats and others reclaims
were down in dogs and accounted for only 37% of the 1,520 stray dogs entering the shel-
ter in FY10. Increases in transfers and adoptions were main reason we were able to report
an increase in live release (4%) and a decrease in euthanasia (14%). The chart below
show live release as a total for each category and then below that is the breakdown of the
types of live release as a percentage of the live release total. It is important to note that
both the cat numbers and the other category includes feral cats and feral chickens respec-
tively. IN fact only 1% of the cats categorized as healthy were euthanized. This represents
a total of 30 cats where as 77% (over 3,100 cats) were in the untreatable/unrehabilitable
category and over 2,300 of these were categorized as ferals. Feral cats continue to be a
challenge on Maui despite the hundreds of dedicated caretakers and other volunteers
working on humane methods of population control for these unwanted souls.
