From Rescue to-Rehome Continued...

We had some serious
misgivings when we first
adopted Lola. We have a 17
year old cat whom we love,
and did not want him to be
terrorized by our new dog.
We have had many a dog
and cat coexist and even love
each other, and we at least
wanted Lola and George to
get along. It was tricky at first. When the cat was inside, Lola was
in the fenced yard and vise versa, because we couldn’t trust her not
to jump at him, and chase him. Lola has the same reaction to other
dogs, as she does fo cats. She basically gets so excited that she
cannot control herself. If left to her own devices, she barks and jumps
and rushes at them. She can be uncontrollable in situations like this.
She is gradually getting used to walking in our neighborhood where
there are lots of dogs.

At the same time we began crate training Lola, and taking her to
obedience classes with Lisa Giesick. Once she tolerated being in the
crate, we brought the cat inside while she was crated and gave them
treats at closer and closer range. With a lot of patience, not a little
frustration and a lot of luck, Lola has become crate trained, we can
now let her and the cat in the house unrestricted and she now sleeps
in the house, voluntarily, in her crate, with the door opened! She
wanders around a bit at night, but so far hasn’t bothered anything.

We are amazed at what a good dog she has turned out to be.

Lola is a loving dog with a sweet personality. She is very smart and
very energetic. Itis a challenge to wear her out, especially since she
gets to sleep all day, and we don't! She is a big lapdog, which is a
trait that we love. She is still very much a puppy and has a long way
fo go before she can be around other dogs easily. But at least we
can trust her around our old cat now. She almost never barks, and
has, to date, not had an accident in our house, or destroyed anything
that was not hers to destroy. She seems to know that we belong to
each other now and acts very sorry and contrite when we scold her.

We are thrilled to have Lola, thanks so much for rescuing her and
keeping her until we found each other. We cannot thank Lisa enough
for the role she played in helping us get together with Lola. She not
only supported the three of us through our first rocky weeks, but gave
us a great foundation for being a happy family together.

Mahalo to the Maui Humane Society and Lisa for changing all of our
lives for the better.

“(Lola) is a great example of how far a dog can come if someone
takes the time to really work with them,” said MHS Director of Animal
Care, Penny Dearborn. “Almost all of the dogs we see here need
some sort of extra training and TLC.

Dear Michelle,

Did your new year’s resolutions include playing with your dog
more? How about training your dog? The Association of Pet Dog
Trainers announced that January 2010 was National Train Your
Dog Month, a new annual campaign to promote the benefits of
positive training and socialization to create a healthy relationship
between dogs and their owners.

Dog training should be fun; it is about a relationship built on trust
between you and your dog. Dogs are never too old to learn new
tricks. They also need a healthy balance of physical and mental
exercise. Dogs do not speak English, Spanish, Japanese or
Hawaiian, but they can be taught to understand what we expect
from them. They can learn our vocabulary, no matter what language
you speak, but we must teach them. Most dogs fail because they
do not understand what we want them to do. First we teach dogs
what we want them to do, and then we teach them to want to do
what we want them to do. Why? Because they are rewarded for
good behavior, either through food, attention or other life rewards.

I recommend puppy kindergarten for pups ages 2 to 5 months,
that gets your canine companion off on the right paw. Dogs in this
age range are not too young to start learning, and it is essential,
if not critical for dogs to make positive associations with the world
around them.

For dogs over 5 months old, | recommend the Family Dog 1 class
which is given upcountry as well as at the Maui Humane Society.
This class focuses on basic obedience and manners. Think of it like
English as a second language class for your dog.

Once your dog has completed that class, there are other
opportunities, such as the Family Dog 2 and 3 classes which build
on basics and help your dog become a Canine Good Citizen.

Group classes are not appropriate for dogs that are overly shy,
fearful, or aggressive. In these situations, we recommend private
lessons.

A dog is a teenager from 6 months until he is 2 years old. That
is often the most difficult time for dogs. Hundreds of thousands
of dogs are turned in annually to animal shelters because their
owners did not know how to deal with their behavior problems and
couldn’t find a reliable resource to help them.

Dog training for the first two years of your dog'’s life is critical. Set
your dog up to succeed, not fail; by making sure you have the tools
to raise your dog. Using force or what is referred to as compulsion
training is not necessary. There are much more effective ways to
train your dog.

Make training an everyday part of your life with your dog. A tired
dog is a well behaved dog.

Licens-
es and tags work well but sometimes we manage to lose them and then we have nothing to connect
us back to you! No one ever expects their pet to be lost or stolen but it happens more than one might
